Instructions for running MP using the BDP
1. Copy the metadata tool output file to the directory containing the files MP.exe and bio.cfg. For the purpose of the workshop, copy the metadata tool output file to the “A” drive.

2. Open a DOS Window and change the directory. In the Command Prompt window at the C:\ prompt, type “A:” and a carriage return to change drives. Enter “dir” at the prompt to see the files on the disk.

3. Change the file extension of the tool’s output file to “.cns” – this is necessary for MP to run.  At the Command Prompt enter the following: “move xxx.txt  xxx.cns”
The DOS move command will change the filename where “xxx” is the file name.
You can alternatively use Windows Explorer or another file manager to change the file’s extension.

4. Type “mp.exe –c bio.cfg xxx.cns” at the prompt.   This will create the five file formats plus an error file.  Any errors encountered by MP will be reported in the “xxx.err”file.

You may use the Command Prompt window to read the “xxx.err” file by typing “more xxx.err”; or open Notepad or Wordpad to view the file. 

5. Open an Internet browser and navigate to the “A” drive to view the “xxx.html” file. This is how your metadata would appear in the clearinghouse.
